Intended use

Your Black & Decker Dustbuster®hand-
held vacuum cleaner has been designed
for light dry vacuum cleaning purposes.

Using your appliance

+ Do not use the appliance to pick up
liquids or any materials that could
catch fire.

+ Do not use the appliance near water.

+ Never pull the charger lead to

disconnect the charger from the socket.

Keep the charger lead away from heat,
oil and sharp edges.

+ This appliance is not intended for use
by young or infirm persons without
supervision. Children must be
supervised to ensure they do not play
with the appliance.

Do not immerse the appliance in water.

After use

« Unplug the charger before cleaning the
charger or charging base.

« When not in use, the appliance should
be stored in a dry place.

+  Children should nbhave access to
stored appliances.

Inspection and repairs

+ Before use, check the appliance for
damaged or defective parts. Check for
breakage of parts, damage to switches
and any other conditions that may
affect its operation.

+ Do not use the appliance if any part is
damaged or defective.

+ Have any damaged or defective parts
repaired or replaced by an authorized
repair agent.

+ Regularly check the charger lead for
damage. Replace the charger if the
lead is damagedr defective.

+ Never attempt to remove or replace
any parts other than those specified in
this manual.

Battery and charger

+ Never attempt to open the battery.

+ Do not expose the battery to water.

+ Do notincinerate the battery.

+ Do not expose the charging base to
water.

+ Do not open the charging base.

Electrical safety

Your charger has been designed for a
specific voltage. Always check that the
mains voltage corresponds to the voltage
on the rating plate. Never attempt to
replace the charger unit with a regular
mains plug.

Symbols on the charging base

Your charging base is double
D insulated; therefore no earth

wire is required.

Fail-safe isolating

separated from the
transformer output.

The charger automatically

shuts off if the ambient



temperature becomes too
high. As a consequence the
charger will be inoperable.
The charging base must be
disconnected from the mains
supply and taken to an
authorised service centre for
repair.

Installation

Fitting the charging base to the wall
The charging base can be placed on a
work top or fitted to the wall to provide a
convenient storage and charging point for
the appliance.

When fixing to a wall, make sure that the
fixing method is suitable for the wall type
and is appropriate to the weight of the
appliance.

Assembly

Fitting the accessories (fig. B & C)

These models are supplied with some or
all of the following accessories:

+ Acrevice tool (8) foconfined spaces.
+  Abrush tool (9) for furniture and stairs.

To fit an accessory, proceed as follows:

+ Take the accessories from its storage
position on the appliance or charging
base (7) (fig. K).

+ Insert the appropriate accessory into
the front of the appliance.

Use

« Before first use, the battery must be
charged for at least 16 hours.

+ Place the appliance on the charging
base whenever it is not in use.

Charging the battery (fig. D)

Before charging the battery:

+ Make sure that the dust collector
extension (1) is pushed back into the
dust collector (2).

+ Make sure that the appliance is
switched off. Thebattery will not be
charged with the on/off switch (4) in
the on position.

+ Place the appliance on the charging
base (7) as shown.

+  Plug in the charger. Switch on at the
mains.

The charging indicator (5) will be lit.
+ Leave the appliance to charge for at
least 16 hours.

While charging, the charger may become
warm. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem. The appliance can be
left connected to the charger indefinitely.
The charging indicator (5) will be it as
long as the appliance is connected to the
plugged-in charger.

Warning! Do not charge the battery at
ambient temperatures below 4°C or above
40°C.

Warning: Make sure empty any liquid out
of the unit before putting back on charge.

Adjusting the dust collector (fig. E)

+  Extend the dust collector (2) by pulling
the dust collector extension (1) until it
locks into position.

+ Retract the dust collector extension (1)
by pressing the area (12) marked with
anarrow and pushing the dust collector
extension (1) backinto the dust
collector (2).

Switching on and off (fig. F)

+  To switch the appliance on, slide the
on/off switch (4) forward.

+ To switch the appliance off, slide the
on/off switch (4) back.




Cleaning and maintenance
Warning! Regularly clean the filters (10 &
1).

Cleaning the dust collector and filters

(fig. G- L)

The filters are re-usable and should be

cleaned regularly.

+  Press the release button (3) and remove
the dust collector (2).

+ Empty the dust collector (2) (fig. H).

+  Remove the filters (10 & 11) by twisting
them clockwise (fig. I).

+ Separate the filters (10 & 11)

+ Brush any loose dust from the filters
(10 & 11).

+ Wash the filters inwarm, soapy water
(fig. K). The dust collector (2) can also
be washed if necessary.

Warning! Do notimmerse the appliance in

water.

+ Make sure that the dust collector (2)
and the filters (10 & 11) are dry.

+ Refit the filters (10 & 11) on to the
appliance, twisting them counter-
clockwise until they lock into place.

+ Refit the dust collector (2) onto the
appliance. Make sure that the dust
collector clicks into place.

Warning! Never use the appliance without

the filters. Optimum dust collection will only

be achieved with clean filters.

Replacing the filters

The filters should be replaced every 6 to 9

months and whenever worn or damaged.

Replacement filters are available from

your Black & Decker dealer :

+ Remove the old filters as described
above.

+  Fitthe new filters as described above.

Storing the accessories (fig. K)

+  Press the accessories into the
corresponding holders until they click
into place.

Battery (fig. L)

If you want to dispose of the

+ Preferably discharge the battery by
operating the appliance until the motor
stops.

+  Press the release button (3) and remove
the dust collector (2).

+ Remove the filters (10 & 11) by twisting

them clockwise (fig. I).

Remove the seven screws holding the

body of the appliance together.

Pull the cover half away from the

location half.

For catalogue numbers DV6005 &

DV7205,

- lift out the full motor/fan/battery
assembly.

Unplug the battery assembly from the

main assembly.

Place the battery in a suitable

packaging to ensure that the terminals

cannot be short-circuited.

Take the battery to your service agent

or o a local recycling station.

Once removed, the battery cannot be
refitted.
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
