3. The completion of charge will be indicated by the red light
remaining ON continuously. The battery pack is fully charged
and may be used at this time or left in the charger. To
remove the battery pack from the charger, push the battery
release button 7 on the battery pack.

NOTE: To ensure maximum performance and life of lithium-ion
battery packs, charge the battery pack fully before first use.

*The red light will continue to blink, but a yellow indicator light
will be illuminated during this operation. Once the battery pack
has reached an appropriate temperature, the yellow light will
turn off and the charger will resume the charging procedure.

The compatible charger(s) will not charge a faulty battery pack.

The charger will indicate faulty battery by refusing to light.

NOTE: This could also mean a problem with a charger.

If the charger indicates a problem, take the charger and battery

pack to be tested at an authorised service centre.

Hot/Cold Pack Delay

When the charger detects a battery pack that is too hot or too

cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack Delay, suspending

charging until the battery pack has reached an appropriate
temperature. The charger then automatically switches to the pack
charging mode. This feature ensures maximum battery pack life.

A cold battery pack will charge at a slower rate than a warm

battery pack. The battery pack will charge at that slower rate

throughout the entire charging cycle and will not return to
maximum charge rate even if the battery pack warms.

The DCB118 charger is equipped with an internal fan designed to

cool the battery pack. The fan will turn on automatically when the

battery pack needs to be cooled. Never operate the charger if the
fan does not operate properly or if ventilation slots are blocked.

Do not charge or use battery in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or
dust. Inserting or removing the battery from the charger may
ignite the dust or fumes.
Never force battery pack into charger. Do not modify
battery pack in any way to fit into a non-compatible
charger as battery pack may rupture, causing serious
personal injury.
Charge the battery packs only in DEWALT chargers.
DO NOT splash or immerse in water or other liquids.
Do not store or use the tool and battery pack in locations
where the temperature may fall below 4 °C (39.2 °F)

Transporting the FLEXVOLT™ Battery

The DEWALT FLEXVOLT® battery has two modes: Use

and Transport.

Use Mode: When the FLEXVOLT™ battery stands alone or is in
a DEWALT 18V product, it will operate as an 18V battery. When
the FLEXVOLT™ battery is in a 54V or a 108V (two 54V batteries)
product, it will operate as a 54V battery.

Transport Mode: When the cap is attached to the FLEXVOLT™
battery, the battery is in Transport mode. Keep the cap

for shipping.

When in Transport mode, strings
of cells are electrically
disconnected within the pack,
resulting in 3 batteries with a
lower Watt hour (Wh) rating as compared to1 battery with a
higher Watt hour rating. This increased quantity of 3 batteries
with the lower Watt hour rating can exempt the pack from
certain shipping regulations that are imposed upon the higher
Watt hour batteries.

For example, the Transport
Wh rating might indicate

Inserting and Removing the Battery Pack

from the Tool (Fig. B)
NOTE: Make sure your battery pack @ is fully charged.

To Install the Battery Pack into the Tool Handle
1. Align the battery pack with the rails inside the tool’s
handle (Fig. B).
2. Slide it into the handle until the battery pack is firmly seated
in the tool and ensure that you hear the lock snap into place.

To Remove the Battery Pack from the Tool
1. Press the battery release button 7 and firmly pull the
battery pack out of the tool handle.
2. Insert battery pack into the charger as described in the
charger section of this manual.

Fuel Gauge Battery Packs (Fig. B)

Some DEWALT battery packs include a fuel gauge, which
consists of three green LED lights that indicate the level of
charge remaining in the battery pack.

To actuate the fuel gauge, press and hold the fuel gauge

button 19.. A combination of the three green LED lights will
illuminate, designating the level of charge left. When the level
of charge in the battery is below the usable limit, the fuel gauge
will not illuminate and the battery will need to be recharged.
NOTE: The fuel gauge is only an indication of the charge left on
the battery pack. It does not indicate tool functionality and is
subject to variation based on product components, temperature
and end-user application.

Side Handle and Depth Rod (Fig. A)
WARNING: To reduce the risk of personal injury, ALWAYS
operate the tool with the side handle properly installed.
Failure to do so may result in the side handle slipping
during tool operation and subsequent loss of control. Hold
tool with both hands to maximise control.
The side handle & clamps to the front of the gear case and
may be rotated 360" to permit right- or left-hand use. The side
handle must be tightened sufficiently to resist the twisting
action of the tool if the accessory binds or stalls. Be sure to grip
the side handle at the far end to control the tool during a stall.
To loosen side handle, rotate counterclockwise.

To Adjust the Depth Rod (Fig. C)
1. Push in and hold the depth rod release button 12 on the
side handle.

2. Move the depth rod @7 so the distance between the
end of the rod and the end of the bit equals the desired
drilling depth.

3. Release the button to lock rod into position. When drilling
with the depth rod, stop when end of rod reaches surface
of material.

Belt Hook (Fig. D)

Optional Accessory

This machine uses SDS max® bits and chisels (refer to the inset

. Clean the bit shank.

2. Pull back the locking sleeve 10 and insert the bit shank.

. Release the locking sleeve and turn the bit slightly until the
sleeve snaps into position.

4. Pull on the bit to check if it is properly locked. The
hammering function requires the bit to be able to move
axially several centimetres when locked in the bit holder.

. Toremove a bit pull back the bit holder locking sleeve/
collar 10 and pull the bit out of the bit holder 9.

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OPERATION

Instructions for Use

A WARNING: Always observe the safety instructions and
applicable regulations.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn tool off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories. An accidental
start-up can cause injury.

Active Vibration Control (AVC) System (Fig. A)

For best vibration control, hold the tool as described in Proper
Hand Position and apply just enough pressure so the damping
device on the main handle is approximately mid stroke.

The active vibration control 16 neutralises rebound vibration
from the hammer mechanism. Lowering hand and arm
vibration, it allows more comfortable use for longer periods of
time and extends the life of the unit.

The hammer only needs enough pressure to engage the active
vibration control. Applying too much pressure will not make
the tool drill or chip faster and active vibration control will

not engage.

Proper Hand Position (Fig. A, E)

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal injury,
ALWAYS use proper hand position as shown.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, ALWAYS hold securely in anticipation of a
sudden reaction.

Proper hand position requires one hand on the side handle 5,

with the other hand on the main handle 8.

Trigger Switch (Fig. A)

To turn the tool on, squeeze the trigger switch @. To turn the
tool off, release the trigger switch. Your tool is equipped with
a brake. The chuck will stop as soon as the trigger switch is
fully released.

Variable Speed Trigger Switch

The variable speed trigger switch enables you to select the best
speed for a particular application. The farther you squeeze the
trigger switch, the faster the tool will operate. For maximum
tool life, use variable speed only for starting holes or fasteners.
NOTE: Continuous use in variable speed range is not
recommended. It may damage the trigger switch and should
be avoided.

Forward/Reverse Control Button (Fig. A)

A forward/reverse control button 2 determines the direction of
bit rotation and also serves as a lock-off button.

To select forward rotation, release the trigger switch 1 and
depress the forward/reverse control button on the right side of
the tool.

To select reverse, depress the forward/reverse control button
on the left side of the tool.

The centre position of the control button locks the tool in
the off position. When changing the position of the control
button, be sure the trigger is released.

NOTE: The first time the tool is run after changing the direction
of rotation, you may hear a click on start-up. This is normal and
does not indicate a problem.

Worklight (Fig. A)
CAUTION: Do not stare into worklight. Serious eye
injury could result.
There is a worklight 13 located on the front of the tool. The
worklight is activated when the trigger switch is depressed, and
will automatically turn off 20 seconds after the trigger switch is
released. If the trigger switch remains depressed, the worklight
will remain on.
NOTE: The worklight is for lighting the immediate work surface
and is not intended to be used as a flashlight.

To select an operating mode:

1. Depress the mode selector release button @.

2. Rotate the mode selector dial so that the arrow points to the

symbol corresponding with the desired mode.
