Chargers

The DCB105 charger accepts 18 V Li-lon (DCB180,
DCB181, DCB182, DCB183, DCB184 and
DCB185) battery packs.

DEWALT chargers require no adjustment and are
designed to be as easy as possible to operate.

Charging Procedure (fig. 2)

1. Plug the charger into an appropriate outlet
before inserting battery pack.

2. Insert the battery pack (j) into the charger.
The red (charging) light will blink continuously
indicating that the charging process has
started.

3. The completion of charge will be indicated by
the red light remaining ON continuously. The
pack is fully charged and may be used at this
time or left in the charger.

NOTE: To ensure maximum performance and life of
Li-lon batteries, charge the battery pack fully before
first use.

The compatible charger will not charge a faulty
battery pack. The charger will indicate faulty battery
by refusing to light or by displaying problem pack or
charger blink pattern.

NOTE: This could also mean a problem with a
charger.

If the charger indicates a problem, take the charger
and battery pack to be tested at an authorised
service centre.

HOT/COLD PACK DELAY

When the charger detects a battery that is too hot
or too cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack
Delay, suspending charging until the battery has
reached an appropriate temperature. The charger
then automatically switches to the pack charging
mode. This feature ensures maximum battery life.

A cold battery pack will charge at about half the
rate of a warm battery pack. The battery pack will
charge at that slower rate throughout the entire
charging cycle and will not return to maximum
charge rate even if the battery warms.

LITHIUM ION BATTERY PACKS ONLY

XR Li-lon tools are designed with an Electronic
Protection System that will protect the battery
against overloading, overheating or deep discharge.

The tool will automatically turn off if the Electronic

Protection System engages. If this occurs, place the

Li-lon battery on the charger until it is fully charged.

Important Safety Instructions for All
Battery Packs

When ordering replacement battery packs, be sure
to include catalog number and voltage.

The battery pack is not fully charged out of the
carton. Before using the battery pack and charger,
read the safety instructions below. Then follow
charging procedures outlined.

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS

e Do not charge or use battery in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Inserting
or removing the battery from the charger may
ignite the dust or fumes.

1. Air shipping more than two DEWALT lithium-ion
battery packs when the package contains only

2. Any shipment containing a lithium-ion battery
with an energy rating greater than 100 watt
hours (Wh). All lithium-ion batteries have the
watt hour rating marked on the pack.

Regardless of whether a shipment is considered
excepted or fully regulated, it is the shipper's
responsibility to consult the latest regulations for
packaging, labeling/marking and documentation
requirements.

Transporting batteries can possibly cause fire if the
battery terminals inadvertently come in contact with
conductive materials. When transporting batteries,
make sure that the battery terminals are protected
and well insulated from materials that could contact
them and cause a short circuit.

The DCB180, DCB181, DCB182, DCB183,
DCB184, or DCB185 battery packs may be used.
Refer to Technical Data for more information.

Storage Recommendations

1. The best storage place is one that is cool and
dry away from direct sunlight and excess heat
or cold. For optimum battery performance and

life, store battery packs at room temperature
when not in use.

2. For long storage, it is recommended to store a
fully charged battery pack in a cool, dry place
out of the charger for optimal results.

NOTE: Battery packs should not be stored
completely depleted of charge. The battery pack will
need to be recharged before use.

Inserting and Removing the Battery

Pack from the Tool (Fig. 3-5)

NOTE: Make sure your battery pack (j) is fully
charged.

TO INSTALL THE BATTERY PACK INTO THE TOOL HANDLE

1. Align the battery pack (j) with the rails inside the
tool's handle (fig. 3).

2. Slide it into the handle until the battery pack is
firmly seated in the tool and ensure you hear
the lock snap into place.

TO REMOVE THE BATTERY PACK FROM THE TOOL

1. Press the release button (k) and firmly pull the
battery pack out of the tool handle (fig. 4).

2. Insert battery pack into the charger as
described in the charger section of this manual.

FUEL GAUGE BATTERY PACKS (FIG. 5)

Some DEWALT battery packs include a fuel gauge
which consists of three green LED lights that
indicate the level of charge remaining in the battery
pack.

To actuate the fuel gauge, press and hold the fuel
gauge button (m). A combination of the three green
LED lights will illuminate designating the level of
charge left. When the level of charge in the battery
is below the usable limit, the fuel gauge will not
illuminate and the battery will need to be recharged.

NOTE: The fuel gauge is only an indication of the
charge left on the battery pack. It does not indicate
tool functionality and is subject to variation based
on product components, temperature and end-user
application.

Attaching the Guard

1. Refer to the Replacing Spool Housing
section to remove the spool housing (h, fig. 1).

2. Once the spool is removed, refer to the
Replacing Guard section to attach the guard
(9) and replace the spool housing.

Adjusting Auxiliary Handle (fig. 6)
The trimmer comes fully assembled. The auxiliary
handle (d) is positioned to maximize balance.
However, if adjustment is necessary, loosen the four
bolts (n) with a hex wrench and slide the auxiliary
handle up or down the trimmer pole (f).

WARNING: 7o recuce the risk of
serious personal injury, ALWAYS hold

securely in anticipation of a sudden
reaction.

Proper hand position requires one hand on the
handle (), with the other hand on the auxiliary
handle (d).

Switching Trimmer On and Off (fig. 1)

To turn the appliance on, squeeze the lock-off
lever (b) and then the variable speed trigger (a). To
turn the appliance off, release the variable speed
trigger and the lock-off lever.

Speed Control Switch (fig. 1)

This string trimmer gives you the choice to operate
at a more efficient speed to extend the runtime for
larger jobs, or accelerate the trimmer speed for
high-performance cutting.

To extend runtime, push the speed control switch (c)
forward toward the auxiliary handle (d) into the "LO"
position. This mode is best for larger projects that
require more time to complete.

To accelerate the trimmer, pull the speed control
switch back toward the battery housing (i) into the
"HI" position. This mode is best to cut through heavier
growth and for applications that need higher RPM.
NOTE: When in "HI" mode, runtime will be
decreased as compared to when trimmer is in "LO"
mode.

Trimming (fig. 7, 8)
With the trimmer on, angle it and swing side to side
as shown in Figure 7.
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Maintain a minimum distance of 610 mm between the
guard and your feet as shown in Figure 8.

WARNING: Keep the rotating
string roughly parallel with the ground
(tited no more than 30 degrees). This
trimmer is not an edger. DO NOT TILT
the trimmer so that the string is spinning
near a right angle to the ground. Flying
debris can cause serious injury.

Bump Feed Trimmer Line Feed

Your trimmer uses 2.032 mm diameter nylon line.
Cutting line will wear faster and require more feeding if
the cutting is done along sidewalks or other abrasive
surfaces or heavier weeds are being cut.

As you use the trimmer, the string will get shorter
due to wear. Gently bump the trimmer on the ground
while running at normal speed and the line will feed.

NOTE: Extending nylon line beyond the 330 mm
swath will negatively affect performance, runtime, and
the life of the timmer due to potential of damaging
motor. Doing so may void the warranty.

Helpful Cutting Tips

e Use the tip of the string to do the cutting; do
not force string head into uncut grass.

e Wire and picket fences cause extra string wear,
even breakage. Stone and brick walls, curbs,
and wood may wear string rapidly.

e Do not allow spool cap to drag on ground or
other surfaces.

® Inlong growth, cut from the top down and do
not exceed 304.8 mm high.

e Keep trimmer tilted toward the area being cut;
this is the best cutting area.

e The trimmer cuts when passing the unit from
the left to right. This will avoid throwing debris at
the operator.

e Avoid trees and shrubs. Tree bark, wood
moldings, siding, and fence posts can easily be
damaged by the string.

Replacement Accessories
WARNING: 7o reduce the risk of

serious personal injury, turn appliance

off and remove battery before making
any adjustments or removing/installing
attachments or accessories.

Use DEWALT replacement line Model No.
DWO1DT801 or DWO1DT802.

o When replacing the line, use only 2.032 mm
diameter line (Model No. DWO1DT801 or
DWO1DT802) is recommended. For optimal
performance, do not use 2.413 mm line. Other
sized may degrade performance and cause
damage to the trimmer.

Replacing the Cutting Line (fig. 9-12)
CAUTION: 76 avoid appliance

damage, if the cutting line protrudes
beyond the trimming blade, cut it off so
that it just reaches the blade.

1. Remove battery.

2. Turn spool (0) clockwise to unlock as shown
in Figure 9. The white nub (u) inside the spool
will rotate away from the spool window (p) to
indicate it is unlocked.

3. Pull the spool straight out to remove.

4. Remove any dirt and grass from the spool
and housing.

5. First, wind new line in the channel of the
spool closest to the holding slots (s) as shown
in Figure 10.

6. Place the end of the cutting line (g) into the
retaining hole (r).

7. Wind the cutting line onto the spool in the
direction of the arrow on the bottom of the spool.

8. When the wound cutting line reaches the
beginning of the holding slots (s), cut the line
approximately 106 mm.

9. Push the line in the holding slots on one side
of the spool to hold the first line while you wind
the second line.

10. Repeat the above procedure for the second
cutting line on the lower section of the spool.

CAUTION: Before you begin

trimming, only use the appropriate type
of cutting line. Ensure that cutting line is
present in both sections of the spool as
shown in Figure 11.

11. Once both lines are wrapped around the
spooal (0), place your thumb and finger on the
holding slots to further secure the string and
feed the end of each line through the two
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holes (t) on either side of the head in the spool
housing (h) as shown in Figure 12.

12. Line up the white nubs (u) inside the spool
housing with the recesses (v) of the spool. Align
the holding slots (s) with the two holes (t) as
close as possible.

13. Push the spool into the spool housing and
turn counterclockwise to lock the spool in
place. Ensure the white nub (u) appears in the
spool window (p). Make sure the line doesn't
unravel and wrap around the shaft below the
spool.

14. Pull both ends of the cutting line to release
them from the holding slots. If the line extends
past the cutting blade on the guard cut the line
so it just reaches the blade.

MAINTENANCE

Your DEWALT power tool has been designed to
operate over a long period of time with a minimum
of maintenance. Continuous satisfactory operation
depends upon proper tool care and regular

cleaning.

WARNING: 1o reduce the risk
of serious personal injury, turn tool
off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or
removing/installing attachments or
accessories. An accidental start-up can
cause injury.

1. Keep the air intake slots (w), shown in

Figure 13, clean to avoid overheating.

2. Your trimmer line can dry out over time. To
keep your line in top condition, store spare line
in a plastic, sealable bag with a tablespoon of
water.

3. Plastic parts may be cleaned by using a mild
soap and a damp rag.

4. The line cutter on the edge of the guard
can dull over time. It is recommended you
periodically touch-up the sharpness of the
blade with a file.

The charger and battery pack are not serviceable.

Replacing Spool Housing (fig. 14, 15)
1. Rotate the spool housing (h) until the hole (x)
in the spindle (y) lines up with notch (z) in the
guard (g). A third hole in the motor housing
(aa) will be visible as shown in Figure 14. Insert
screwdriver through all three holes to prevent
the spool housing from turning.

2. Turn the spool clockwise as shown in Figure 15.

3. Insert a screwdriver back through the three
holes (x, z, and aa) and thread the new spool
housing counterclockwise and securely tighten
onto the bolt (bb) protruding from the trimmer.

Replacing Guard (fig. 16-18)
WARNING: Never operate

appliance without guard firmly in place.

1. Remove the spool housing as described in the
Replacing Spool Housing section.

2. Remove the 4 guard screws (cc) shown in
Figure 16.

3. Lift the guard off at an angle as shown in
Figure 17.

4. To attached a new guard, slide the tab (dd) of
the new guard under the lip (ee) of the motor
housing (e), then lower the back of the guard
into place as shown in Figure 18.

5. Replace and securely tighten the 4 guard
screws (cc).

6. Replace the spool housing as described in the
Replacing Spool Housing section.
