The battery pack will charge at that slower rate 
throughout the entire charging cycle and will not return to 
maximum charge rate even if the battery pack warms.
The DCB118 charger is equipped with an internal fan 
designed to cool the battery pack. The fan will turn on 
automatically when the battery pack needs to be cooled. 
Never operate the charger if the fan does not operate 
properly or if ventilation slots are blocked. Do not permit 
foreign objects to enter the interior of the charger.

When the FLEXVOLTTM battery is in a 54V or a 108V (two 54V 
batteries) product, it will operate as a 54V battery. Transport 
Mode: When the cap is attached to the FLEXVOLTTM battery, 
the battery is in Transport mode. Keep the cap for shipping.
When in Transport mode,

• Pull on the tube to ensure it is securely in place.
• To remove the tube, insert a screwdriver into the 

unlocking hole ( 15 ) on the side of the housing. Lift the 
tab inside and pull tube out.

Fuel Gauge Battery Packs (Fig. E)
Some DeWALT battery packs include a fuel gauge which 
consists of three green LED lights that indicate the level of 
charge remaining in the battery pack.
To actuate the fuel gauge, press and hold the fuel gauge 
button ( 11 ). A combination of the three green LED lights will 
illuminate designating the level of charge left. When the 
level of charge in the battery is below the usable limit, the 
fuel gauge will not illuminate and the battery will need to 
be recharged.
NOTE: The fuel gauge is only an indication of the charge left 
on the battery pack. It does not indicate tool functionality 
and is subject to variation based on product components, 
temperature and end-user application.

Assembly (Fig. F)

position to prevent the trigger switch from moving and 
the battery is removed before attaching or removing 
the tube ( 5  ). The tube must be attached to the housing 
( 12  ) before use.

Attaching Nozzles (Fig. G)
1. Line up the channels ( 16 ) of the desired nozzle ( 9 ) or ( 10 ) 

with the nubs ( 17 ) on the tube ( 5 ).
